Mercury Technologies does not deal with individual homeowners; the company suggests that individual homeowners should contact the county to properly dispose of their florescent lights.  The company deals strictly with companies.  

Companies wanting to dispose of florescent lights have to first set up a meeting with one of Mercury’s sales representatives and then complete a detailed customer profile. All prices are based on this profile, which uses information such as the size and the number of lights, whether the company is under state contract, how often the company will be disposing of lamps, etc.  Next, the company negotiates a price with the sales representative.  At this time Mercury teaches the company how to properly box and package the lamps.

Superior Special SVCS deals with individuals and companies.  The company asks that all customers wait until several lights have been accumulated.  For a service charge, Superior Special SVCS will pick up the lights, which have to be properly boxed.  If the customer does not have the correct packaging materials, the company will provide the materials at a cost.  Disposal of lights is based on the number of total feet.
